Back in June at the end of the
rainy season we learnt that a
number of the children at the
school had been affected by
malaria and we made an
appeal for funds so that we
could supply mosquito nets.
Because of your great

mosquito nets
and distribute
them to the |
families of the
school children
and to the local
community.

If the infection is not promptly treated it can
cause kidney failure, seizures, mental
conditions, coma and death.
