Contents of bags:

Week 1 - Bar of Soap and Face Flannel
Week 2 - Toothbrush and Toothpaste
Week 3 — Pencils, Pencil Sharper, Eraser,
Pencil Case, Small Ruler.

Week 4 - A few small bags of sweets (e.g.
Haribo), a letter from you to your child and
a photo of yourself.

We will supply the gift bag and a small
note pad.

Thank you for your help in supplying this; it
will be greatly received by the children.

We will report back on the trip on our
return and I will produce a newsletter to
share all about what we found and how
things are going out there.

The education system in Zambia consists
of 7 years of primary schooling and 5 years
of secondary schooling before students
can enter university, college, or other
institutions of higher learning.

The following is a breakdown:

Primary School:

Grades one to seven

Secondary School:

Phase 1: Grades eight and nine (also
known as Junior Secondary)

Phase 2: Grades ten to twelve (also known
as Upper Secondary)

The academic year in Zambia runs from
January to December. It has three month
school terms which are broken up by
around one month holiday prior to each
term. This translates to about 40 weeks of
school per year.

Currently there are 23 children in need of
sponsorship.
